Robert Marvicsm (son of Steve Marvicsm, 93rd FS, 81st FG, 14th AF),
and Bruce Gust, in honor of Steve Marvicsm and all who served in china
in ww II. Robert sent it, and a professionally produced cD of the words
and music done in Nashville, in the belief that it might be of interest to us.
and to our readers. Although we are not music critics, in any sense of the
word, and not even a particular fan of Nashville Music, it did get our
attention. We liked it!

We not only appreciated the sentiments expressed in the words, but
also the time and effort expended by those involved. As Robert described
it to us, "Inspired by my father and the other men and women who served
their country [in ww II], I began writing a song that would tell a brief
version of 'The Flying Tigers Story,' hoping that the song would move
people to seek out those who lived it and assure those heroes that they will
never be forgotten. I quickly felt the need for help with the song and soon
my prayers were answered. My good friend Bruce Gust agreed to help.
As a busy husband, father and musician himself, time is very important to
him, yet he took the time to meet with me on many occasions...until over
a year later, the project was ready for the recording studio. This project
was truly a labor of love on our part, inspired by my father and others like
him."

This was obviously not an amateur production. produced at the oak
valley studio in Nashville, it involved the work of over a dozen lead and
backup singers, skilled musicians on the keys, string instruments, and
drums, as well as engineering and production volunteers: all named in the
credits on the CD package.

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HOOKERS..ACCORDING TO AL

In all my traveling days. from Coast to Coast, from Canada to Mexico, I
crossed the International Date Line, crossed the Equator, sailed the seven
seas, saw the Southern Cross, and had been to the Pecos, Texas Rodeo, but I
never heard the word "hooker" till I came to Las Vegas in 1946. As I went
around the casinos, I kept hearing the term "hooker." Then I learned that a

"hooker" was a prostitute. Back in Jackson County, Missouri, we called
them "whores." I knew that "hoofer" was slang for a dancer, but this was
something else.

So, I did a little research on why a prostitute is called a "Hooker." One
hundred and forty years ago, back in our American Civil War there was a
Union General named Joseph Hooker. Hooker was one of President
Lincoln's favorite generals. A U.S Military Academy graduate (1837), he
had served in the Mexican War (1846-84), and was known as "Fighting
Joe" Hooker for his performance in the battles of Bull Run, Antietam-
Sharpsburg, and Fredericksburg. And here is where it gets interesting.

It seems that while Hooker was preparing his troops for the defense of
Washington, which ended in a battle near the town of Chancellorsville, in
northern Virginia, some [probably many] of the troops took a great liking to
a place called Mable's, some 12 miles from camp. In the meantime, General
Hooker was getting reports about some of the troops being unfit for duty.
He did an investigation and found that the ones most likely to be too tired,
fatigued, or exhausted for duty, were mostly those who had visited Mable's
place the night before.

General Hooker was a regular guy and liked to see his troops go out and
have some fun once in a while, but he did have a problem. He did not want
to put Mable's place off limits, but he must have his troops in good
condition for the coming fight. Finally, he gets an idea. He takes his lst
Sgt. and goes to visit Mable. He asks her if she could possibly move her
place of business closer to camp, so his men wouldn't have to walk so far
for their recreation.

Mable told General Hooker that she would be glad to move, but did not
have the men, wagons and horses necessary to do so. The General replied
that he would furnish the men and equipment necessary to move Mabel and
her girls to a new location near Wilderness Church, an area close to
Chancellorsville, and only four miles from camp.

Now the 1st Sgt is getting a detail together for the move. All you can
hear are rumors about General Hooker's girls being moved closer to camp,
and everyone naturally wanted to join in the fun. Half the camp volunteered
to help with the move. Everyone was now calling the girls "Hooker's", and
that's how prostitutes got their name...Hookers!!!.

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DONALD L. RODEWALD
(1918-2002)

Don Rodewald (AVG, 75th FS, 23rd FG), a former member of the
14th Air Force Association, and a resident of Fairchild, California, died
on September 16,2002, at age 84.

We did not know Don Rodewald, but he was
very highly regarded by those who did. He
first served in China as an armorer with the
American Volunteer Group (AVG) and then
as Armament Officer for the 75th Fighter
Squadron, 23rd Fighter Group, China Air
Task Force. He returned to the U.S. in 1942
where he went through Air Force pilot
training and subsequently returned to China
and again joined the 75th Fighter Squadron.
He served with the 75th until war's end. In
later years, he flew combat missions in Korea,

and in 1954, survived a crash landing near Andrews Air Force Base that
left him a paraplegic for the rest of his life. In 1970 he and several other
pilots founded the Wheelchair Aviators Association, and he was perhaps
best known nationally as being the first "wheelchair pilot" to fly around
the world, solo. He did so in 1984 in a single engine Comanche aircraft,
covering 31,150 nautical miles, with 34landings in 24 countries.

Don Rodewald was indeed a unique individual. He was a member of
The Flying Tigers Association, the Order of Daedalians, thel4th Air Force
Association, American Legion and Disabled American Veterans. He was
certainly deserving of all the many honors he received. He will be
