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EDITORIAL

It is noteworthy that aviation has been brought up-to-date in China,
where primitive methods are the rule and modern procedures the exception.
The standard of efficiency it has attained has been recognized by the Inter-
national Civil Aviation Organization and the International Air Transport
Association, which have accorded China a seat at ‘the Council table and a
membership in the Executive Committee respectively.

That this industry has reached its present stage of development under
the thousand and one handicaps of a debilitating civil war, a broken economy
caused by the exhaustion of raw materials and the lack of a corresponding
production program is cause for just pride.

But this standard of efficiency cannot be maintained without long-term
financial arrangements on the part of the Chinese Government for the
purchase of aviation fuel and spare parts. Stop-gap measures will only
keep the wolf from the front door for a while but will not stop him from
entering the back door when vigilance is relaxed. These financial arrange-
ments should also include a safety valve or reserve to which the national
airlines, CNAC and CATC, can resort in times of stringency.

Failing these measures, the Government should adopt a hands-off policy
and let the airlines run their own business on a practical basis which insures
coverage for overhead and a margin of profit. ®

By whatever the solution, it is patent that the airlines must go on for
they are important to China politically, militarily and economically. In the
first instance, severance of the air link—which is in many cases the only
link—with China may cause some remote provinces to veer away from the
Central Government. In the second instance, CNAC is under orders to
fly food and supplies for the Chinese Army, to assist in the evacuation of
civilians and military from threatened points, and in many other ways she
supplements the work of the Chinese Air Force. In the third instance, many
export goods, such as furs are sent via airmail and parced post from the
hinterland to Shanghai for shipment abroad. According to figures given by
a leading foreign exporter, in the past six months total fur shipments from
this port amounted to US$1,500,000. A dependable air service is therefore
indispensable to the export trade. :



Finally, CNAC has transcended the status of a mere airline and become
a public institution. For example, ships in distress often radio CNAC for
help.

It seemed that the rope with which the boat was
tied had snapped in the night. Upon request, CNAC went jn search of it
within a certain radius but could not find it, for it had been lost five days.
Although the search was unsuccessful, the owner of the boat looked upon

JAMES KOO RECEIVES CNAC AWARD

James Koo, Supervisor of Airplane Overhaul, was given a cash award
of CN$80,000,000 on June 25 for his ingenius suggestion on how to ventilate
the battery box.

Koo tackled a problem which has long been a major concern of aircraft
maintenance organizations—the corrosive effect of acid fumes which often
occurs during a battery ‘boil-over”. The fumes and mist are carried into
the bottom portion of the fuselage and center sections, causing corrosion
on the primary metal structure, control cables and other components. Koo
suggested a system which provides a positive pressure at the front of the
battery box and the addition of large exhaust tubes in the back connecting
with the rear belly antenna mast. The fumes accumulated in the box will
then be drawn out through the mast which is coated against acid corrosion.

The Operations Manager endorsed the new system in a memorandum to
the Managing Director as follow: “Mr. Koo’s suggestion is exactly the type
that we are looking for. It is valuable to the company; it is practical to
instal and will affect a considerable saving to the Company.”

The new system has already been installed in three DC-3’s.

Koo started his work in the field of aviation in 1935 with PAA. He
was transferred to CNAC at the beginning of the war. His main interest

is modification and rebuilding of aircraft such as the de luxe airliner, Air

Prince, which was converted from a C-46 cargo plane.
The Suggestion Box, into which Koo dropped his ingenious plan, is
awaiting more ideas from other inventive minds.

NEWSMEN ENJOY FLIGHT ON “AIR PRINCE”

CNAC’s greatest reconversion job—the making of a C-46 cargo plane
into a standard airliner named the “Air Prince”—was shown to about 90
representatives of the Chinese and foreign press and their friends during
an excursion flight over Lunghwa Airfield on Sunday, July 25.

Col. C. Y. Liu, Quentin Roosevelt, Capt. Hugh Chen, Hugh L. Grundy,
Chief Engineer, E. M. Allison, Operations Manager and members of the
Public Relations Division greeted the guests as they arrived at the air terminal.

Shortly before the first flight was made, Col. Liu spoke briefly in
Mandarin over the public announcing system. He said the newly remodeled
airliner was  proof that China’s engineers and mechanics were able to
manufacture aircraft. They were hindered, however, by the lack of sufficient
raw materials on the home market. To use imported materials for plane
making would not be economical, he concluded.

Col. Liu introduced to the ‘audience James Koo, supervisor of plane
overhaul who, he said, would answer questions concerning the remodeling
of the “Air Prince,” in which the latter had a major share.

It had been planned to hold only two excursion flights, but the large
turn-out made a third flight necessary. As it was ideal flying weather, all
the take-offs and landings were made smoothly. The passengers disembarked,
looking none the worse for their experience except for a few wet shirts and

collars from the heat of the plane, which was flown at a low altltude to
afford a bood view of the city.

After the flights, the guests were served light refreshments prior to their
return to the city. Those present included representatives of all the
Chinese newspapers and the following from the foreign press:

John Yench, Associated Press; Alberto da Cruz, Reuters News Agency;
Leslie L. Sung, Agence France-Presse; M. Rosentool, North China Daily
News; and a reporter from the China Press.

Station XMHD made recordings of speeches by Col. Liu, Mr. Roosevelt,

~ Z. M. Wong and James Koo. The speeches and an eye-witness account of

the excursion flight were broadcast over this station the following day.
The ‘ Air Prince,” formerly a C-46 cargo plane used during the war for
flights over the Hump, is a luxurious craft fitted with 32 DC-4 type seats,
hand-molded ceiling lights, sound-proof ceiling and walls covered with
fire-proof Chinese plastic, a hand-molded aluminum coffce buffer modeled
after that of the DC-4, an original air and lighting system designed by M.
Grenier, chief of the aircraft electric shop, automatic radios, emergency exits
and life rafts with space for 40 persons, and a plastic panel for the public

announcing system in CNAC’s own design. The liner has a maximum -

speed of 260 m.p.h. and a cruising speed of 227 m.p.h.

CNAC staff members expressed pride over the fact that the new airliner
was built on spare man hours already paid for by the corporation and with
as many native materials as possible to conserve foreign exchange.
